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From February 2 to 5, 2024, Data for Progress, in collaboration with Fossil Free Media, conducted a survey of 1,451 U.S.
likely voters nationally using web panel respondents, including an oversample of 18-29 year old likely voters. The overall
sample was weighted to be representative of likely voters by age, gender, education, race, geography, and voting history.
The sample was also weighted to account for oversample of 18-29 year-olds to ensure proportional representation of
likely voters. The survey was conducted in English. The margin of error is £+3 percentage points.

We choose not to display N<50
subgroups because the sample is too small to have statistical significance. We did, however, take samples of these
subgroups for representational and weighting purposes to accurately reflect the electorate makeup. Some values may
not add up to 100 due to rounding.
