This branch notes:

Israel has killed over 34,000 people in its genocidal war on Gaza - 40% of
whom are children. 2.2 million people are at imminent risk of starvation
due to its aid blockade, with 9 out of 10 people in Gaza living on less
than 1 meal a day.

. The US and British governments are complicit in Israel’s war crimes and

threaten wider war with attacks on Yemen, Iraq and Syria.

. Tory MP Jeremy Quin, chair of the parliamentary defence committee,

has said Britain must be ready “for peer-to-peer, high intensity,
prolonged war”. He says Britain should raise its “percentage of GDP
investing in defence to at least 2.5%” —meaning more spending on
warfare and less on workers’ wages, healthcare, education, and other
public services.
